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OUR PURPOSE: Since 1930, the Boy Scouts of America has helped younger boys 
through Cub Scouting.  Cub Scouting is a year-round family-oriented program designed for 
boys who are in the first through fifth grades (or 6-11 years of age).  Parents, leaders and 
organizations work together to achieve these ten purposes of Cub Scouting:   (1) Character 
Development, (2) Spiritual Growth, (3) Good Citizenship,   (4) Sportsmanship and Fitness,  (5) 
Family Understanding, (6) Respectful Relationships (7) Personal Achievement, (8) Friendly 
Service, (9) Fun and Adventure, and (10) Preparation for Boy Scouting. 
 

OUR METHODS: Cub Scouting uses seven specific methods to achieve Scouting’s aim 
of helping boys and young adults build character, train in the responsibilities of citizenship, 
and develop personal fitness.   These methods are:   
 

(1) The Ideals – The Cub Scout Promise, the Law of the Pack, the Tiger Cub motto, and 
the Cub Scout sign, handshake, motto, and salute all teach good citizenship and 
contribute to a boy’s sense of belonging. 

 
(2) The Den – Boys like to belong to a group.   The den is the place where boys learn 

new skills and develop interests in new things.  As part of a small group of six to eight 
boys, they are able to learn sportsmanship and good citizenship. 

 
(3) Advancement – Recognition is important to boys.  The advancement plan provides 

fun for the boys, gives them a sense of personal achievement as they earn badges, 
and strengthens family understanding as adult family members work with boys. 

 
(4) Family Involvement – this is an essential part of Cub Scouting.  
 
(5) Activities – In Cub Scouting, boys participate in a wide variety of den and pack 

activities, such as games, projects, skits, stunts, songs, outdoor activities and trips. 
 

(6) Home and Neighborhood Centered - Cub Scout meetings and activities in areas 
where boys live, play and go to school. 

 
(7) The Uniform – all of the Cub Scouting uniforms build pride, loyalty, and self-respect.  

Wearing the uniform to all den and pack meetings and activities also encourages a 
neat appearance, a sense of belonging, and good behavior. 

 
 
 
 

CUB SCOUTING:  Purposes, Methods, an Ideals 
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TIGER CUB PROGRAM  
 
First Grade in US school system (6/7 years of 
age) Tiger Cubs, with their adult partners, work together to do 
family activities.  Den meeting activities, which should include 
participation of the adult partner, are planned around the monthly 
theme.  Activities might include playing games, making handicrafts, taking field trips, and 
practicing simple skits or songs in preparation for the next pack meeting.  At the end of the 
school year, late May, the Tiger Cubs graduate and become part of a Wolf Cub Scout den.                  
 
I. Each boy/adult team is a member of a Tiger Cub den that:  

A. Has three to eight boy/adult partner teams.  
B. Meets at least twice each month in a den meeting.  
C. Has one outing a month, called a Go See It.  
D. Attends the monthly pack meetings.  
 

II. Each pack has a Tiger Cub Den Leader  
A. This person plans and carries out a year-round program of activities for the Tiger 
Cub den.  
B. Each month, the den leader works with a different boy/adult partner team to plan the 
two monthly den meetings, the Go See It, and the den’s part in the pack meeting. This 
is called shared leadership.  
 

TIGER CUB – MOTTO 
 SEARCH, DISCOVER, SHARE 
 
Tiger Cubs is a one-year program for first grade students or six-year-
old boys.   Each boy must participate with a parent (or another adult 
family member) in family-oriented activities. These include activities 
from family camping to preparing for emergencies.   
 
This time you and your son spend in Tiger Cubs is meant to be fun, a 
chance to get to know one another better, and an opportunity to do 
things with your family as well as other members of the Tiger Cub den whom you see at your den 
and pack meetings. 
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CUB SCOUT PROGRAM 
Second Through Fifth Grade in US 
school system  (7 to 10 years of age)     
 
Your boy is a member of a den that: 

1. Has four to eight boys 
2. Meets once a week, regularly scheduled at the 

leader’s convenience 
3. Is led by a Den Leader (usually a parent) 
4. Has an assistant leader and often a den chief (an older Boy Scout) and a denner (a 

Cub Scout elected by den members) to assist the den leader. 
5. Has games, crafts, stunts, songs, and ceremonies at meetings and periodic field trips.  

 
Wolf and Bear Cub Scout den meetings are also planned around a monthly 

theme and include playing games, making handicrafts, taking hikes and 
pursuing other outdoor fun, practicing skits and stunts in preparation for 

the Pack Meeting and taking part in simple ceremonies and songs.   
Sometimes, work on advancements requirements is included.    When Bear Cub 

Scouts have completed third grade and reached 10 years old, they become Webelos Scouts. 
 

Webelos Scout dens have a different program from that of the rest of the Pack.  
Webelos Scouts work on activity badges in one of 20 different interest areas at 
each of den meetings.  Webelos Scouts have opportunities for overnight 

campouts and joint activities with a Boy Scout Troop.  One of the main purposes of 
the Webelos den is prepare boys for Boy Scouts.  

 

CUB SCOUT – MOTTO 
  Do Your Best! 
 
In a society where your son is often taught that winning is everything, Cub Scouting teaches him 
to “do his best” and be helpful to others as expressed in the Cub Scout Promise. 
 
Cub Scouting is a home and neighborhood centered program designed to support family life for 
boys in second through fifth grades. Each Cub Scout learns to respect his home, country, god 
and other people. The program also helps boys this age to: 
   

·  Learn new physical skills through sports, crafts, and games 
·  Learn how to get along with others through group activities 
·  Develop new mental skills such as writing and calculating 
·  Develop personal independence. 

 
A Cub Scout den provides your son with a group of boys his own age in which he can earn status 
and recognition. In the den, he will also gain a sense of personal achievement for the new skills 
he learns.

   I _________, promise to do my best  
   To do my duty to God and my country, 
   To help other people, and 
   To obey the Law of the Pack 
 
 

THE CUB SCOUT PACK 
 

Your boy is a member of a Pack that: 
 

1. Is made up of one or more dens 
2. Meets once a month…all Tiger Cub and Cub Scout 

families are expected to participate 
3. Has Pack meetings led by a Cubmaster 
4. Pack Meeting is the climax of the month’s den meetings 

and activities 
5. Has games, skits, songs, stunts, and ceremonies at 

meetings, and presentations of badges earned that month. 
 

The Pack is group of dens that match the needs and skills of each grade level.  The pack 
meeting is the pinnacle of the monthly den meetings and activities.   It provides a place for 
dens to showcase their skills and projects.  It also provides opportunities for parents and 
families to be involved with their boys, and it is chance to recognize boys, parents, and 
leaders. 

 
Our pack is run by the Pack Committee, which: 
 
A. Is made up of den leaders, pack leaders, the pack trainer, and all parents. 
B. Meets once a month or more often if needed. 
C. Is led by a committee chair. 
D. Selects leadership, finds meeting places, performs recordkeeping, manages pack 

finances, orders badges, maintains pack equipment, helps train leaders, recognizes 
leaders. 

 
Every pack is under the supervision of the Pack Committee.  This committee consists of a 
minimum of three members each of whom meets these requirements:  agrees to abide by the 
Scout Oath and Law; to respect and obey the laws of the United States of America, and to 
subscribe to the Boy Scouts of America (BSA) statement of religious principle.  Is of good 
character, is 21 years of age or older, is selected by the chartered organization, and is a 
registered leader of the BSA.  
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Our pack is owned by a Chartered Organization (The American 
School of Madrid).  They help the pack by: 

 
A   Providing the Scouting program as an integral part of its program for youth and 
families.. 
B   Ensuring that the Scouting program is conducted according to the policies and 
regulations of the organization and the Boy Scouts of America 

C. Selecting a chartered organization representative to serve as a liaison with 
the pack.  This is usually the ASM Community Liaison Representative. 

D. Appointing a pack committee to carry out the responsibilities of den and pack 
management. 

E. Providing adequate and safe facilities for the monthly pack meetings and weekly 
den meetings 

F. Providing opportunities for boys to recognize responsibility to God or a Supreme 
Being, to country, to other people, and to self

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 The responsibility of a boy’s advancement in 
Cub Scouting lies with the family and not with 

the pack. Some advancement requirements are done at den meetings but most are 
done at home with the family.   

What is Advancement?  

·  One of the methods used to achieve Scouting’s aim – character 
development, citizenship training, and personal fitness.   

·  The process by which a boy progresses from badge to badge – learning 
new skills as he goes.   This is designed to encourage the natural interests 
of the boy in a natural way.  As he advances, requirements become more 
challenging, matching the increased skills and abilities of the boy. 

·  Giving boys a means of measuring their progress. 

·  Providing a satisfying means of recognizing boys for their progress.  
Presenting awards to boys in meaningful ceremonies. 

·  Not a competition among boys.  Each Cub Scout is encouraged to advance 
steadily and purposefully, setting his own goals with guidance from his 
family and leaders.  The measurement for requirements is “do your best” 

·  Is a boy-family experience.    

SIGNING OF BOYS’ HANDBOOKS    All Scouts may prepare for 
requirements and work on achievements and electives at home or during the den 
meetings.  The adult partner or family member must approve completion of the 
requirements by signing the boy’s book.  It is important that the family understands 
the correct interpretation of the advancement program.  

TIGER CUBS  

There are five achievements in Tiger Cubs:  

. • Making My Family Special   • Where I Live   • Keeping Myself 
Healthy and Save   • How I Tell It   • Let’s Go Outdoors 

 
Each achievement has three parts: a family activity, a den activity, and a Go 
See It outing. A boy receives totem beads as he completes each part: 

.  •   A white bead for each required family activity part 

.  •   An orange bead for each required den activity part  

.  •   A black bead for each required Go See It part  
·  A Tiger track bead  for each 10 elective projects  

 
When a boy has earned all five white, orange and black beads, he completes the Tiger 
Badge. 
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WOLF A Cub Scout who has completed first grade (or is age 7) works on 12 
achievements to earn the Wolf badge.    After he earns his Wolf badge, a boy may work 

on electives in different interest areas until he is old enough to begin 
work on the next rank.  

Wolf Cub Scouts wear the immediate recognition emblem on the right 
pocket.  A yellow bead is presented for every three Wolf achievements 
completed.   These beads should be presented at the Den meetings. 
 
 
 

BOBCAT  All boys, in second through fifth grade (ages 7-11) earn 
the Bobcat badge by learning the Cub Scout Promise, Law of the Pack, 
handshake, salute, sign, motto, and meaning of “Webelos.”   A boy 
must earn the Bobcat badge first before he can work on the rank 
badges for Wolf, Bear and Webelos.  When a boy is a Tiger Cub, the 
Bobcat badge may be saved until the boy enters a Wolf Den.   

 

ARROW POINTS                                                                                 
For every 10 electives a boy completes, he earns an Arrow Point. A boy may earn 
as many Arrow Points as he is able.     Wolf and Bear Scouts earn Arrow Points.   
The first 10 electives earn the Cub a gold arrow point.   For each additional 10 
electives, the Cub earns a silver arrow point.

BEAR  A Cub Scout who has completed second grade (or is age 8) works 
to complete 12 of 24 achievements to earn the Bear badge.  

After he earns his Bear badge, a boy may work on electives in different 
interest areas until he is old enough to begin work on the next rank.   For 
every 10 electives a boy completes, he earns an Arrow Point. A boy may 
earn as many Arrow Points as he is able.  

Bear Cub Scouts wear the immediate recognition emblem on the right pocket.  A red 
bead is presented for every three Bear achievements completed.   These beads should 
be presented at the Den meetings. 
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WEBELOS    When a Cub Scout has completed the third grade (or becomes 9 
years old), he transfers to a Webelos den, led by an adult Webelos leader. The boy 

works on requirements for the Webelos badge, 20 activity badges, 
and the Arrow of Light Award (the highest award in Cub Scouting).  

Camping and outdoor programs are an important part of the 18-
month Webelos program. In February of a Webelos Scout’s fifth-
grade year, he graduates from Cub Scouting into the adventure of 
Boy Scouting at an impressive graduation ceremony.   

 

Cub Scout Academics and Sports Program (referred to as 
Belt Loops)  

The Cub Scouts Academics and Sports Program is one method of 
addressing the third aim of Scouting: the development of physical, 

mental and emotional fitness. Fitness includes the body (well-tuned 
and healthy), the mind (able to think and solve problems), and the 
emotions (self-control, courage, and self-respect). As in most 
activities in Cub Scouting, this is not meant to be a highly 
competitive program; instead, the boys are encouraged to DO 

THEIR BEST. 

The Academic and Sports Program is an optional 
program for all Cub Scouts. It is not part of the normal 

requirements towards ranks, except where used in obtaining various 
Webelos activity badges and Wolf Elective 20 (Sports). Its purpose is to 
assist the Scouts in learning a new skill, or improving one he already 
possesses. 

A variety of recognition items are available for the boys (Tiger Cubs, Cub 
Scouts, or Webelos Scouts) who participate in the program. (Adults are NOT 
awarded with belt loops or pins.)  

Belt loops are awarded to boys who complete the three belt loop 
requirements in an academic subject or sport. Academic belt loops 

are gold, and Sports belt loops are silver (except for the Archery and BB-gun 
Shooting belt loops, which are brass colored)

leaders and find it on our web site:   
http://www.asmadrid.org/scout/cubscouts.htm.   Once the parent certifies that 
the belt loop requirements are complete, the leader will review them and finalize the belt 
loop sheet that will be given to the advancement chairman. 
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PACK ACTIVITIES  are centered around monthly themes that 
originate in the Cub Scout Program Helps booklet.  These themes are selected and 
planned to appeal to boys and to offer opportunities for you to achieve the purposes of 
Cub Scouting.  Listed below are samplings of the traditional activities we practice as a 
pack.   
 
ASM FAMILY DAY – September 
This is American School of Madrid’s first event to welcome back all families and students 
to the school.   Usually held in late September, the Pack supports this event to display a 
cub scouting theme and to publicize the program.   
 

ASM HALLOWEEN FESTIVAL - October 
American School of Madrid’s sponsors this event at the end of October for all volunteer 
agencies.   The Cub Scouts participate to publicize the program as well as to raise funds 
for the Pack for future activities. 
 

CUB SCOUT DERBIES – (November through April) there are Cub 
Scout three derbies that the Pack offers to encourage family participation and boy 
creativity.    These derbies take place as part of a monthly Pack meeting offered 
throughout the Cub Scout calendar of events. 

 
PINEWOOD DERBY 
Parent/son project that builds a racecar made from a block of 
wood. Car must weigh 5 ounces (50 grams) or less and must 
clear the regulation track.   Be there on the night of the big 
race!  

 
 
SPACE DERBY 
The Space Derby is similar to the Pinewood Derby except that 
the models are miniature ©rockets© -- propeller-driven and 
powered by two (2) rubber bands -- that travel along a heavy 
monofilament fishing line. The boys, with the guidance of their 
family members, carve the rockets. 
 

RAINGUTTER REGATTA 
The Raingutter Regatta is similar to the Pinewood Derby or the Space 
Derby except that the models are miniature sailboats. Although the seas 
are only 10-foot lengths of rain gutter filled with water, and the ships a 
mere 6 inches long, the race is a very exciting event. Each boy builds his 
own boat with supervision and help from parents or other family members. 
He also provides the wind for the sail with his own lungpower. 
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WEBELOS OVERNIGHTER – Fall and Spring Months 
Webelos Scout overnighters introduce the boy and his parent(s) to the basics of the Boy 
Scout camping program. These events are conducted under the leadership of a trained 
Webelos Den Leader  
 

BLUE AND GOLD BANQUET/ WEBELOS II CROSSOVER TO 
SCOUTS - February 
Our birthday party for Cub Scouting usually held in late February.    A potluck dinner and 
father/son cake silent auction is the highlight of this event.   The Webelos II scouts also 
crossover to Boy Scouting at the event. 
 

PACK OVERNIGHTER - May 
This event is a pack-organized overnight event involving all families and siblings.  The 
event starts at mid-day on Saturday and ends on Sunday morning.  This event is 
focused on age-appropriate Cub Scout activities and conducted at council-approved 
locations 
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A magazine for boys and adults, Boy’s Life has interesting features on Scouting, sports, 
hobbies, magic, science, and history. There are also jokes, comics, and short stories. 
Subscription is $12.00 per year for 12 issues.     You will be encouraged to sign up for 
this magazine when you register. 
 

 
Scouting operates through volunteer leadership. Volunteer leaders are an example of 
Scouting’s principle of service to others. Naturally, parents are the primary source of 
leaders in the Scouting program. You volunteer not only to serve Scouting, but also to 
help your son and his friends, and to have the chance to be a positive influence on the 
youth in your community.  

What do you receive in return? 

Being a leader is fun, challenging and rewarding. Leaders find that their 
experiences help them to become better parents. The following are some of 
the many dividends that will enrich your life as you dedicate your time, talent 
and enthusiasm to Scouting. 

. • Fun and fellowship with other families, sharing your pride in the boys’ 
accomplishments.  
. • The privilege of helping to enrich and strengthen families.  
. • A chance to help boys learn good citizenship and to help shape them into 
men who have strength of character and are sensitive to the needs of others.  
. • The opportunity to help make a difference in the lives of boys as they grow 
strong in mind and body.  
. • A code to live by that will set a worthwhile example for both boys and 
adults.  
. • The satisfaction of being a member of a worldwide movement, and pride in 
being publicly identified as a part of this organization. Wearing the Scouting uniform is a 
visible means of showing you believe in and stand up for the ideals and objectives of the 
Boy Scouts of America.  
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Leader Position Responsibilities 
 
Committee Chair 
Conducts monthly pack leaders’ meeting to help plan program. Ensures that committee 
members give adequate support for running the program to the Cubmaster and den 
leaders. Helps recruit additional leaders as needed. Views Fast Start video with viewer’s 
guide and attends training. 

 
Committee Members 
Attend monthly pack leaders’ meeting to help plan program and take care of records, 
finances, advancement, activities, membership, etc. View Fast Start video with viewer’s 
guide and attend training. 

 
Cubmaster 
Conducts monthly pack meeting. Aids den leaders by coordinating monthly program for all 
leaders. Attends monthly pack leaders’ meeting. Views Fast Start video with viewer’s 
guide and attends training. Has one or more assistants. 
 
Tiger Cub Den Leader 
Meets weekly for about one hour with a den of six to eight boys and their adult partners. 
Den meeting is held in boys’ homes in rotation. For each meeting, the den leader works 
with the host Tiger Cub/adult partner pair to plan the meeting. Attends monthly pack 
leaders© meeting. Views Fast Start video with viewer’s guide and attends training. Has 
parent/adult partners as helpers. 

 
Cub Scout Den Leader 
Meets weekly for about one hour with a den of six to eight boys. Den meeting is held in 
den leader’s home, a church, or other suitable place. The den leader determines time, 
day, and location of den meeting that is most convenient for him or her. Attends monthly 
pack leaders’ meeting. Views Fast Start video with viewer’s guide and attends training.    
Has one or more assistants and parent helpers. 

 
Webelos Den Leader 
Same as den leader except works with older boys, the Webelos Scouts. Encourages 
periodic parent/son overnight campouts. Attends monthly pack leaders’ meeting. Views 
Fast Start video with viewer’s guide and attends training. Has one or more assistants and 
parent helpers. 

 
Adult Partners 
Attend Tiger Cub den meetings and pack meetings with their Tiger Cubs. When hosting the den 
meeting, work with the Tiger Cub and the Tiger Cub den leader to plan and lead the meeting. 
Attend pack meetings with their Tiger Cubs. 
 
Parent Helpers  Assist pack and/or den with specific projects as needed by the 
leaders. All parents help their sons with advancement. Review individual boy books for 
Wolf Cub Scouts, Bear Cub Scouts, and Webelos Scouts. 
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WHAT WILL SCOUTING COST ME?   
 The Cub Scout year registration year runs from January through December.   If 
you join the Pack in September, you will pay a prorated monthly rate to cover you from 
September to December and the annual fee.   Listed below are the 2006 fees : 

Registration & Insurance fee:   $11.00/Year 

Boys’ Life Magazine:   $12.00/Year 

Non-DoD Fee:  $60.00/Year    (this fee is for families that are NOT assigned to a 
Department of Defense (DoD) activity)  The Transatlantic Council (TAC) receives 
Morale Welfare and Recreation (MWR) funds from the DoD so we can provide a 
program overseas for DoD as well as Non-DoD youth.   TAC is directed to collect the 
same amount from non-DoD youth as they receive from MWR.  A $60 penalty is levied 
on TAC if they do not collect the fee.  Every US council is self funded and this non-DoD 
fee provides the base line funding to operate Transatlantic Council to balance our 
budget but the MWR funds provide $420K out of a $1.3 million budget.    

Required Uniforms:   Blue Short Sleeve Shirt (Tan Short Sleeve Shirt for Webelos 
second year); Program Specific Cap; Web Belt; Program Specific Neckerchief; Slide; 
World Crest; Unit Numerals (up to 3 numerals; Council Shoulder Patch.   

For new scouts, this package of uniforms is available at a special rate of $50 
from 1 September to 30 November only– see the coupon on page 19.  If you are a 
returning scout, you can purchase the cap, neckerchief and slide.             

Handbooks • Tiger $3.60, • Wolf & Bear $5.30, • Webelos $6.50  

During the year, the Pack will organize fund-raising opportunities to off set future 
Pack activities and materials.  All boys/parents are expected to participate in these fund 
raising (money earning) opportunities as part of their friendly service.   A price list for 
new uniform costs is included on pages 16-18.

BUILDING PARENT AND FAMILY PARTICIPATION 
 

TO:  THE CUB SCOUT FAMILY 
 
You are reading this because you have shown an interest in becoming a Cub Scout or Tiger 
Cub Scout family.  To be a Tiger Cub, your boy needs to be in first grade.  To be a Cub Scout, 
he needs to be in second through fifth grade. 
 
You have chosen Cub Scouting because you know it is home and neighborhood centered.  You 
know that Cub Scouting is designed to support family life.  The program also helps to meet your 
boy©s growth needs, such as: 
 
1. Learning new physical skills:  He can do this through sports, games, woodworking and 

other crafts.  As he develops his coordination, he gains a sense of worthiness and 
acceptance by his peers. 

 

2. Learning to get along with boys of his same age:  He needs to form friendships with other 
boys, and to learn how to balance giving and receiving affection if he is to relate well to 
his peers.  He needs to belong to a group of boys his own age. 

 

3. Developing his mental processes:  He will begin to develop these by reading, writing and 
calculating.  He needs opportunities to use language, to express ideas and to influence 
others.  He must move from a preoccupation with self to an understanding of how and 
what others think of him. Opportunities for observation and experimentation will help him 
learn to rely on himself more than on adults. 

 

4. Developing a conscience:  He must begin to develop a sense of what is right and wrong 
and what is fair and unfair.  He will do this by cooperating with other boys, by being 
taught, by examples of adults and from positive reinforcement, through which he will 
begin to develop democratic social attitudes. 

 

5. Developing personal independence:  He needs to be less dependent on adults.  His 
same-age buddies will become his models and he will learn to see adults as not being 
perfect, while still providing guidance. 

 
These are the developmental tasks on which a boy of this age needs to begin working.  At this 
time, his behavior may be changing.   
 
As you learn more about how Cub Scouting works and what goes on in a den and a pack, you 
will see that the program helps your boy in these five important developmental needs.   The 
uniqueness of Cub Scouting is that you, as his family, join the program with him.  You will 
help him along the way.  To find out how you can help your boy by becoming a Cub Scout 
volunteer, please turn the page and fill in the Parent and Family Talent Survey Form and return 
it to your Cubmaster or Membership Coordinator.

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POLICIES OF CUB SCOUTING 
 
Trips and Outings:   

·  May never be led by one adult.  Two registered adult leaders or one registered 
leader and a parent of a participating Scout (at least 21 years of age) are 
required for all trips and outings.  This is known as two-deep leadership.  

·  Each cub scout must have a signed consent form for the trip 
·  A local tour permit application is required for any pack trip of less than 500 

miles.   Applications should be filed with the Cubmaster who in turn will submit 
them the Transatlantic Council two weeks prior to traveling. 

 
Drug, Alcohol and Tobacco Use:   

·  All scouting functions, meetings, and activities must be conducted on a smoke-
free basis, with smoking areas for adults located away from all participants.    

·  Use of alcoholic beverages at any activity is prohibited. 
 
Religious Principles: 

·  In its Charter and Bylaws, the Boy Scouts of America (BSA) maintains that no 
member can grow into the best kind of citizen without recognizing an obligation to 
God.  No matter what the religious faith of the member might be, this fundamental 
need of good citizenship must be kept before the member.  Although the BSA 
recognizes the religious element in the training of a member, it is absolutely 
nonsectarian   in its attitude toward religious training. 

·  The BSA does not define what constitutes a belief in God or the practice of 
religion. 

·  The BSA does not require membership in a religious organization or association 
in order to join Scouting but strongly encourages membership and participation in 
a religious program and activities of a church, synagogue, or other religious 
association. 

·  The BSA respects the convictions of those who exercise their constitutional 
freedom to practice religion as individuals without formal membership in religious 
organizations. 

·  Only people willing to subscribe to these declarations of principles shall be 
entitled to certificates of leadership in carrying out the Scouting program.
